2. Definitions.—In these Rules, unless the context eotherwise requires:

(a) “Act” meang the Delhi Urban Art Commission Act, 1973 (1 of 1974);

(b) “Commission” means the Delhi Urhan ‘Art  Commission established
under section 3 of {he Act;

(e) “Government” means the Central Government;

(d) “Schedule” meang the Schedule appended to these rules;

(e) “Secretary” means  Secrefary to the Commission;

(f) “Year” means the Financial year beginning on the 1st day of April and

ending on the 31st day of March following.

3. Form of Budget Estilna.tes_-—-(l) The budget in respect of the year nexl'
ensuing showing the estimated receipls and expenditure of the Commission shall
be prepared in Schedules I, II, III and IV ang submitted to the Government,

(2) The estimated receipls and expenditure shall he accompanied by the revised
budget estimates for the current year.

3) The budget shall be based on the account heads given in the Appendix to
these rules.
